New Policy for Student Athletes Enrolled in Physical Education (Option II)

Recognizing that our scholar athletes are involved in rigorous academic and athletic programs, the MLHS administration and Physical Education department has designed an option for scholar athletes to be exempt from Physical Education classes while they are in season.

Stipulations for the policy are as follows:

1) This policy is effective September 1, 2010.

2) Only sophomores, juniors and seniors can take advantage of Option II.

3) Students who choose this exemption must report to an assigned, supervised study hall in lieu of Physical Education class.

4) Students cannot substitute another course for Physical Education.

5) Students cannot be exempt from Health Education.

6) Athletes competing in a fall sport can be exempt for the 1st Marking Period.

7) Athletes competing in a winter sport can be exempt for the 3rd Marking Period.

8) Athletes competing in a spring sport can be exempt for the 4th Marking Period.

9) Should a student leave a team for any reason during the season; that student will return to       Physical Education class during his/her assigned period.
